to the deep impact they have on our lives. Homes are
probably the least technologically evolved product that we
use everyday. We spend a vast majority of our time, resources,
and money on homes. With continued urbanization, we will
be doubling the number of houses on the planet in the next
40 years. The amount of Carbon footprint that this could add
is the problem of our generation.
