Sam: Can the finance board members who were at Senate last night share what happened?
Michelle: Senate had voiced concerns as to whether it was a line or sub-line item, the amount of the pot, there was also talk about putting it as legislation instead
Chisom: The senate decided to strike that line item out, and they put it in some sort of legislation
Sam: The reason why the amount wasn’t increased was because there might be concerns with SAFRB and the budget might not even be approved
Valerie: There were legitimate concerns that SAFRB would be concerned with the large increase in the finance board pot, so we decided to keep it at $230,000
Another concern with the line item was that we didn’t want to see a line item this year and start a dangerous precedent so we decided to put a whereas clause, which emphasizes on support of orgs in terms of recruitment.
Sam: I think there are issues with the Green Fund as well, because the whole time I was under the impression that it was under the Finance Board, while Hamza was under the impression that the executive branch would have jurisdiction over it.
Valerie: I would really like to hear what other finance board members feel
Chuka: I am indifferent towards the green fund so other than the recruitment fund, there is nothing else that is holding me back from voting on this
Sara: I really think this really defeats the purpose and I don’t think this legislation really tells student orgs that we are here to help them
Morgan: I don’t think this is addressing the problem, it is just a way of appeasing what the finance board wanted
Valerie: We didn’t make this legislation because we felt like it was a way of meeting you guys halfway because we had concerns and we just felt like it was a way to compromise
Sam: For me, I am completely against the whereas clause because I believe it defeats the whole purpose.
Craig: I think the question we should be asking ourselves is, will I have written the budget the same way, or is this a budget that the SGA as an organisation can live with
Sam: I am not for the whereas clause, because I don’t want to restrict the next finance board in any way, shape or form. I feel as though the whereas clause has all of the cons of a line item in that it is binding, without any of the pros - structure and guidance. 
Sara: I agree
Morgan: Me too, and as far as the budget as is,  I am somewhat disappointed because I saw an evident need in something this year, but it can’t be implemented, but I can live with the budget as it is
