Gender-neutral restrooms, or single-use restrooms, mean gender-

variant and trans people, who often experience harassment and 

even violence, in gender-segregated or multiple-stall restrooms, 

can use these spaces in peace. These spaces can also be great for 

parents with children of a different gender and/or persons with 

disabilities with an attendant of a different gender to use with less 

awkwardness.
