WHY MAJOR IN 

POLITICAL SCIENCE?
What is a political problem? Who governs and what is the nature of power? How can justice be achieved in human society? When is a government legitimate, and what are its proper tasks?  And finally, how can government do more effectively those things we want it to do? Such questions have fascinated men and women for centuries.  Political science is the systematic attempt to answer them.

Political Science is a liberal arts major that helps a student to think more critically about political matters, to understand better what is going on in the world, and to make reasoned value-choices about contemporary political issues.  
The major in Political Science is a directed program that is challenging, yet responsive to the individual student’s intellectual and career interests.  Its components cover longstanding philosophical questions and contemporary social scientific knowledge about political life.  Students are exposed to the breadth of the discipline through courses taught by experts in the various subfields that define Political Science.  

CAREERS AND ACADEMIC PATHS
A Political Science major prepares students for a variety of careers.  Typical career options for Political Science graduates include government service and diplomacy, politics, law, teaching, journalism, business, as well as work as lobbyists, public affairs officers, and directors of nonprofit institutions, interest groups, and international organizations.
UMBC Political Science students have gone on to such outstanding graduate and law schools as Yale and Harvard, as well as all of the Baltimore- and Washington-area schools.  They have become judges and partners in major law firms, executive officers of major corporations, and some hold prominent administrative positions in the government.  Some have become Foreign Service officers or have achieved cabinet-level positions in state and local governments.  Many have become tenured faculty members and administrators at colleges and universities.

LOCATION OF THE DEPARTMENT

THE POLITICAL SCIENCE MAJOR
To graduate with a degree in Political Science, a student must complete a minimum of 36 credits in Political Science with a grade of a “C” or better.  At the lower level (100- and 200-level courses), students must complete a minimum of five three-credit courses.  At the upper level (300- and 400-level courses), students are required to take a minimum of 21 credits, with at least two courses being at the 400-level.  
All students must complete the following course:

1. POLI 100: American Government and Politics (3) Prerequisite: NONE
All students must complete one of the following two courses:

1. POLI 300: Quantitative Analysis in Political Science (3) Prerequisite: NONE
2. POLI 301: Research Methods in Political Science (3) Prerequisite: NONE
POLI 300 is designed to provide majors the tools necessary for the examination of quantitative data.  POLI 301 is designed to teach majors how to conduct research in Political Science.

Majors are encouraged to take POLI 300 or POLI 301 in their sophomore or junior years.  We do not recommend waiting until the senior year to complete this requirement.

In addition to these formal requirements, the Political Science faculty makes the following recommendations to its majors:

· Majors are strongly urged to take one or more courses in English composition beyond ENGL 100.
· Majors are urged to take courses in mathematics, computer science, economics, history, philosophy, and other social sciences as well as to pursue languages beyond the minimum required by the University.
· Students planning to enter graduate study in Political Science or related fields are strongly urged to take POLI 301 and either POLI 300 or POLI 302 and/or a statistics course (STAT 121 or 351).
GRADE REQUIREMENTS
To graduate with a major or a minor in Political Science, a student must earn a grade of “C” or better in all Political Science courses taken.  Pass-fail grades are not permitted for the major or the minor.  

POLITICAL SCIENCE 

MINORS AND CERTIFICATE
The Department of Political Science offers programs of study that give students of all majors knowledge, as well as a solid foundation for careers or graduate studies in areas such as government, law, politics and international affairs.  The department offers six minors and one certificate.  Each minor has its own requirements, and a complete description of all of the Political Science minors is provided in the back of this booklet.  No student may earn more than two Political Science minors. No grade lower than a “C” in any course may count toward the minor, no more than three courses may count toward both the Political Science major and a minor simultaneously, and no more than three courses may count toward two Political Science minors simultaneously.  The following minors are offered:

Minor in Political Science

The Political Science minor is designed to permit students to pursue a specialization within Political Science not covered by the department’s other minor programs or to gain a broad understanding of Political Science concepts and theories.  The minor is available only to those who are not majoring in Political Science.

Minor in International Politics
This minor is for students in any major who want to concentrate in the study of global affairs.  Students are additionally required to acquire a significant language. The concentration provides a foundation for graduate study and careers in world affairs (e.g., international business, intelligence analysis, U.S. State Department, international development, international organizations, international private voluntary organizations, etc.)
Minor in Political Thought
The Political Thought minor allows students to acquire expertise on philosophical issues and themes that may have important implications for their major course of study.  Those who undertake the program in political thought will complete a survey of the history of political philosophy (POLI 210) and engage in a careful examination of various thinkers on a common theme.  A course of independent study is required in which students combine topics from their majors with those of political philosophy.  The intention of the minor program is to give students the ability to apply political-philosophical theories to topics in their major course of study and to prepare them for ethical debate in their area of expertise.  

Minor in American Politics

The minor in American Politics is designed for students in any major who are interested in careers in government and politics that do not fall within the traditional rubric of public administration.  The program provides a strong foundation for students interested in careers as legislative aides, lobbyists, party and campaign professionals, political affairs specialists, and analysts for such agencies as the Congressional Research Service.  This minor also provides a solid background for graduate study in American politics.
Minor in Legal Policy
The minor in Legal Policy is offered to students who wish to gain an understanding of law as an adjunct to their primary interests.  Many career fields require a legal background to understand contemporary social issues and to be an effective advocate in policy debates.  The legal policy minor will provide especially useful experiences and credentials for students in all majors who plan to attend law school.  Core courses in the minor introduce students to the fundamentals of the study of American law, while the elective courses permit specialization appropriate to a student’s intellectual interests and professional goals.

Minor or Certificate in Public Administration and Policy
Students interested in pursuing a career in public administration or other government service should consider completing the requirements for the minor in public administration, or, if qualified, the certificate in public administration and policy, in addition to completing the requirements for their chosen major.

INTERNSHIPS
The Political Science department offers three internships, placing up to sixteen students in each.  The Legal, Legislative, and Administrative Internships are available to qualified sophomores, juniors and seniors from all majors.  We have also placed students through the Shriver Center and the Governor’s Summer Internship Program. 

All internships include an academic component taught in conjunction with the placement.  The academic component is designed to supplement the practical experiences of each placement.  All placements give students an opportunity to substantively work in and observe the processes of their respective placements.  

Students are strongly encouraged to apply for an internship during their undergraduate years.  Internships give students an opportunity to apply acquired knowledge and skills in a practical setting.
Each of the internships entails a formal application process.  For further information regarding the programs, application processes or individual placements, you can contact the Political Science department.

The Legal Internship Program
The Legal Internship Program places students with judges and attorneys.  Recent placements include Circuit and District Court judges, law firms, prosecutors, defense attorneys, the Attorney General’s Office, and legal advocacy groups.  
In their field work, students have learned professional skills including legal case-research, interviewing, drafting, negotiation, mediation, advocacy, etc.  The Legal Internship Program also gives students insight into the role of courts, the legal profession and the law in American society.

The Legislative Internship Program
The Legislative Internship Program places interns with local and state legislators, members of Congress, political parties, interest groups, and lobbyists.  Students serve as aides, participating in the activities of these political actors.

The Legislative Internship Program gives students an opportunity to become familiar with the political process and with individual elected officials.  The academic component is designed to give students a theoretical background and context to help them better understand politics.

Recently students have been placed in the offices of members of Congress and the Maryland General Assembly.  Students have also been placed outside the legislature including with the Cato Institute, the Maryland Democratic Party, the Maryland League of Conservation Voters, the Office of Governor Parris Glendening, the Office of Lt. Governor Kathleen Kennedy Townsend, and the campaign staffs of former Maryland Congressmen Ben Cardin and Bob Ehrlich.

The Administrative Internship Program

The Administrative Internship Program places students with government organizations at the local, state, and federal levels, as well as with non-profit organizations.  In some cases, government affairs offices in corporations also serve as placement sites.  

Placements have included the Maryland Department of Budget and Management, Maryland Higher Education Commission, Maryland Department of Housing and Community Development, local police departments, mayoral and county executive offices, public health departments, the U.S. Department of Commerce, and the Social Security Administration.  

In their field work, students work on specific projects, attend meetings, monitor legislative hearings and respond to citizen requests.  Class assignments and field projects require students to further develop their communication skills.  This program also gives students insight into how organizations are managed, the value of public service careers, and how government serves the needs of its citizens.

HONORS PROGRAM
The Political Science Department encourages strong students to earn Honors in Political Science by completing a senior thesis or project.  This program gives students the opportunity to work closely with a faculty member to complete a more advanced and research project than is possible within the usual curriculum.  

Students get the opportunity to improve their research and writing skills, do in-depth work on a topic in which they have a particular interest, and integrate what they have learned in their college experience.

In order to qualify for entry into the honors program, students must have: 

1. An overall GPA of at least 3.25

2. A Political Science GPA of at least 3.50

In order to graduate with an honors degree, the student must have:

1. Completed all of the Political Science major requirements;
2. Completed at least 6 credits of POLI 402;  

3. Completed an oral or poster presentation of the thesis or project at Undergraduate Research Day;
4. Earned approval for Honors in Political Science of the thesis project by a committee of two faculty members approved by the Undergraduate Program Director.  The primary advisor must approve the project before it is submitted to the secondary reader.  

If the thesis or project is not approved for Honors in Political Science the committee will agree on a grade of less than an A to be given for the six hours of POLI 402 credit.

Majors interested in completing an honors thesis should complete POLI 301 (Research Methods in Political Science) in either their sophomore or junior year.  In addition, potential honors students should consider enrolling in the one-credit, permission-only POLI 409A (Honors Research Project) course during the same semester they take POLI 301.  This one-credit course will aid the student in developing a research design that will be used for the Honors Thesis.

HONOR SOCIETIES
Pi Sigma Alpha

Pi Sigma Alpha is the only national honor society for students of Political Science in the United States.  Pi Sigma Alpha is a member of the Association of College Honor Societies (ACHS) and is designated as a “Specialized Upper-Division” society by ACHS.  There are now over 600 chapters of Pi Sigma Alpha located on college and university campuses in every state of the United States and in Guam.
To become a member, an undergraduate student must have:

· Completed 12 credits in Political Science, including  6 credits at the 300 or 400 level;
· An overall GPA of at least 3.1 for juniors and 3.2 for seniors;
· A Political Science GPA of at least 3.1 for juniors and 3.2 for seniors.

· The Outstanding Scholar-Leader Award recognizes students who have exhibited strong leadership and academic excellence in the Political Science Department.

ADVISING
Advising Office

The Political Science Department maintains an Advising Office in room 357 on the third floor of the Public Policy Building.  The telephone number is (410) 455-2063.  Students can get advice on courses or discuss major or career plans.  The Advising Office also has information on taking and studying for the GREs and LSATs.
Faculty Advisor
When the department receives notification that a student has declared a major in Political Science, that student is assigned a faculty adviser.  This information will be emailed to the student, but is also available on a master list, which is posted prominently throughout the department.  Each semester, students must meet with their faculty advisors in order to obtain permission to register for the next semester’s classes.  Your advisor is also important because he or she will be the one who makes the final decision as to whether you have completed all the requirements and can therefore graduate with a Political Science major or minor.  

Contact your advisor via email or by visiting him or her during office hours (which are posted outside the advisors’ offices).  Each advisor advises many students; do not wait until the last minute to try and meet with your advisor.  There is no guarantee that you will be able to have your registration approved if you come to your advisor on the day you are scheduled to register. 

Pre-Law Advising Office

Student Responsibilities

Advisement helps you choose from among the variety of classes available to you.  However, you have the primary responsibility for your education.  This is the other side of a Liberal Arts education; you are at liberty to succeed, to fail, to sleep late, or to do the assigned work.  But this liberty also implies responsibilities. You are responsible for researching the courses being offered each semester and for being prepared before meeting with your advisor.
FIVE YEAR B.A. /M.P.P. PROGRAM
The Political Science Department and the School of Public Policy operate a joint program leading to both a B.A. in Political Science and a Master’s degree in Public Policy.  Students can earn the two degrees in 145 credits and five years; pursued separately, they would require 160 credits and six years.

Students with a GPA of at least 3.3 can be provisionally admitted into the program during the second semester of their junior year.  During their senior year, admitted students can take graduate-level PUBL courses.  Full admission into the graduate program will take place after the B.A. has been granted, provided satisfactory grades have been attained.

Graduate-level PUBL courses can count toward the 33 POLI credits required for the B.A.  The graduate methods sequence can be used to satisfy the undergraduate methodology requirement.

CONTINUING YOUR EDUCATION BEYOND A BACHELORS DEGREE
Law School

For information on application procedures and admission standards visit the Law School Admission website at www.lsac.org. Directories of law schools are available in the university library, the career office, and in the pre-law office. Information on specific law schools can be obtained from their websites.  Consult the pre-law advisor for information on law schools, the legal profession, application strategies, and assistance with personal statements.  Other resources include the American Bar Association (www.abanet.org) and the National Association for Law Placement (www.nalp.org).  
What law schools value most is high-quality general education.  They want students who can think, write, and speak.  The Department of Political Science has a Pre-Law Society that helps members prepare for law school and for the LSAT.
Law-related courses can be useful preparation for law school.  Take these classes and take them seriously.  But also realize that these classes can be a good indication of your aptitude and appreciation for the study of the law.  Through these courses you can discover if law school is right for you at a fraction of the expense of law school itself.

Graduate School
Graduate school can open the door to careers in a university or college setting as well as careers in other areas.  If you intend to go to graduate school you should prepare early for the GRE and plan to do an independent research project, such as the Honors Thesis, before graduation.  Not only will this test and develop your skills, it will give you a head-start on the type of work one is expected to do as a graduate student.  Talk to your advisor well in advance so that an appropriate project can be developed.  

If you are interested in Political Science graduate study and want to pursue a career in research or college teaching, visit the American Political Science Association website (www.apsanet.org).  If you do not wish to pursue a Ph.D., Masters Degree programs in Political Science are another option.  Many of these are specialized professional programs in public administration, public policy analysis, international relations, and political campaign management.

PREPARING FOR 

GRADUATE STUDY OR WORK
The following recommendations are designed to guide undergraduate students and assist them in preparing for successful post-undergraduate study or work.
GPA is Key
A strong GPA should be an important goal for every major.  Many upper level students lament their failure to perform during the early semesters of their undergraduate careers.  Always be mindful of your GPA.  Graduate and law schools give great weight to your GPA.  GPA is considered to be an important indicator of a student’s academic and intellectual ability.

Two obvious ways to improve your GPA include completing assigned reading on time and working in study groups.  Perhaps less obvious, is to devote more time to school and less to a job.  A semester’s course load is a full time job and its rewards will outlast your current paycheck.
Get to know your faculty
Your faculty is here to serve you.  They are committed to enhancing your educational experience.  The best way to get to know your faculty is by taking an interest in the department and getting involved.  Your professors will guide you, support you, and assist you in seeking out opportunities.

In addition, if you know your professors, then they know you, this will assist them in writing good recommendations, which will enhance your chances of success.  Strong letters of recommendations are extremely important when applying for internships, scholarships, jobs and graduate schools.
Get involved and build a resume
Become acquainted with the department, fellow students, and faculty by joining the clubs and organizations listed below.  Such activities offer opportunities to learn, socialize, and meet students and faculty. In addition, the department offers numerous activities, awards, scholarships, research opportunities, and internships.  You may also consider honor societies, which reflect academic strength and commitment.
