I. Update:  IPASS (J. Suess/C. Jones)

Integrated Planning and Advising for Student Success.  Collier working through data validation.  Using a “donut” to show complete, in progress, planned, unplanned.  Working on making this degree audit easy for students to use.  Also working on a profile page where the student can access every module, i.e. Financial Aid, Billing, etc.  Jack has added that there will be some clean up long term.  Will look to the others in each module to see what they would like to have included in this.
Degree Pathway will show the student’s upcoming classes that they are enrolled in and shows messages such as “may be difficult based on past performance, Not usually offered in the Fall, Prerequisites not met, etc.”

II. Update:  Academic Planner (P. Hawley)
Pulled together a group of students to look at the planner in PeopleSoft.  Also looking at the data and whether it is being reported correctly.  Working with scheduling coordinators to have them notate whether the class will be offered in Fall, Spring or both.  Next phase of testing will include advisors building a planner.  Hope is to see what their concerns are after using the planner.  If the student has added classes to their planner they can register for those classes from the planner.
III. Update:  Transition to using the new prerequisite audit process (P. Hawley)
When student is registering for classes and they enroll for a class that needs them to meet a prerequisite, a job runs that selects students who have not met the prerequisite.  PeopleSoft has a new delivered process that we will be using.  This delivered process will not only find the students but it will also de-register them from that class.  UMBC does not automatically de-register students.  They notify the student to work something out.  If the student does not comply, then the course will be dropped.  These dropped classes will be done before 10th day.
